RULES

1. Matches are on a “best of five” basis ie five games played with a point for each winning  doubles combination.
All games won within a match add to the team's overall score.   Games won will be counted back in the event of a tie.   The top two teams from each section will proceed to semi-finals.

2. The final will consist of one full set - one point per winning doubles combination will be 

awarded. In the event of a tie one set of mixed doubles will be played to decide the winner.
3. Rules as shown below will apply.

4. Teams must be ready to play at allocated time.

5. Only two minutes allowed for knock-up.

6. No "subs" allowed.

7. Tennis whites must be worn - Club rules insist.   This means white shorts, skirt and tee shirt - The Irish Times will provide the tee shirt!

8. Corporate Teams - a minimum of 3 must be employed in firm. Amalgamations of two firms will be accepted but only 1 guest player will be allowed (see rule 10)
9. County Teams - a minimum of 3 must be members from the county.

10. A maximum of 1 guest will be permitted on a team and they should have a close association with the firm or have a close association with a member on a county team.   The guest player must be Class 4 or lower.
11. Please bring your own new (?) tennis balls.

RULES

The following rules will apply to this tournament.

1. First point after deuce –  i.e. there is no advantage played.
